Our congratulations go out to our 2024 A-level cohort who celebrated outstanding results this summer with
64.8% of all grades A* to A and over 85% of grades A* to B. Over 91% will be heading off to their first-choice
university with 88% of students heading to Russell Group and Times Top 10 Universities, and medical or
dental schools. We have eleven Oxbridge students. The remainder of our students are heading off to study
at international universities, some of the most prestigious art schools or to undertake apprenticeships.
